No. MCI 18(1)/2009-Med./60585.—In exercise of
the powers conferred by Section 33 of the Indian Medical
Council Act, 1956 (102 of 1956), the Medical Council of
India with the previous sanction of the Central Government
hertby makes the following regulations to further amend
“The Opening of a New or Higher Course of Study or
Training (Including Post Graduate Course of Study or
Training) and Increase of Admission Capacity in any
Course of Study or Training (Including a Post Graduate
Course of Study or Training), Regulations, 2000” namely :—

1. () These regulations may be called “The
Opening of a New or Higher Course of Study or Training
(Including Post Graduate Course of Study or Training) and
Increase of Admission Capacity in any Course of Study or
Training (Including & Post Graduate Course of Study or
Training) (Amendment), Regulations, 2009 (Part-V)”.

. (i) They shall come into force from the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette. '

2. In “The Opening of a New or Higher Course of
Study or Training (Including Post Graduate Course of Study
or Training) and Increase of Admission Capacity in any
Course of Study or Training (Including a Post Graduate
Course of Study or Training), Regulations, 20007, the Point
No. 3.2 & 3.3 of the Qualifying Criteria of “(A) Part I ;
Scheme for permission of the Central Government for
opening of a new or Higher course of study or training
(including a Post Graduate Course of Study or Training) in
a Medical College or Institution” shall be substituted with
the following :—

“3.2 That Essentiality Certificate in the prescribed
format regarding no objection of the State
Government/Union Territory administration for
opening of New or Higher Course of Study or

Training (Inc:luding Post Graduate Course of Sty
or Training) 2nd Increase of Admission Cap acity in
any Course of Study or Training (Including a Pe st
Graduate Course of Study or Training) in the
medical college/institution and availability of the
adequate clinical material as per the Counc: |
Regulations have been obtained by the appl.icatut
from the concermed State Govt./Union Teiritory
administration, as the case may be.

3.3 That Consent of Affiliation in the prescribed

Course of Study or Training (including Post Graduate

Course of Study or Training) and Increase of

Admission Capacity in any Course of Study or

Training (Including a Post {iraduate Coursie of Study

or Training} has been obtainec! by the medic.al college/

institution from the University to witich it is
affiliated.”

3. The Point No.3.1(1), 3.2 & 3.3 of “(B) Pait Ii ;
Scheme for permission of the Central Government to
increase the admission capacity in any course of study or
training (Including Post Graduiate Course of Stucly or
Traning) in the existing medical c olleges/institutions” shall
be substituted as under —-

“3.1 (1) : The medical coltage/institution must be
recognized by the Medical Council of Indix for
running Bachelor of Medicine and Bachelor of
Surgery/Post Graduate Course; however, the medical
college/institute which is not yet recognized by the
Medical Council of India for the wward of MBBS
degree may apply for increase of intake in Post
Graduoate Courses in pre-clinical ana' para-clinical
subjects of Anatomy, Physiology, 13iochemistry,
Pharmacology, Pathology, Microbiology', Forensic
Medicine & Community Medicine at the trme of 4th
renewal i.e. along with the admission of 5v'h Batch
for the MBB:S course.

3.2 : That Essentiality Certificate in the pres cribed
format regarding no objection of the S'tate
Government/Union Tervitory administration 1501
opening of New ur Higher Course of Study or Training
(Including Post Graduate Course of Study or
Training) and Increase of Adnission Capacity in any
Course of 3tudy or Training (including a Post
Graduate Course of Stuidy or Training) in the medical
college/institution and awvailability of the adequate
clinical material as per the Council Regulations have
been obtained by the applican: from the concerned
State Govt./Union Terrtory administration, as the
case may be.

Council of India” i.e. “While evaluating the application,
the Council may seek further information, clarification or
additional documents from the medical ccllege/institntion
as considered necessary and shall carry out a physical
inspection to verify the information; clarification or
additional documents supplied by the medical colleges/
institutions. The dates for receipt of epplication and
processing dates are given in the Schedule to these
Regulations, 1999”, shall be substi-uted with the
following : -

“While evaluating the application, the Council may
seek further information, clarification or additional
documents from the applicant as considered
necessary and shall carry out an inspection to
ascertain and assess the facilities of teaching faculty,
residents, clinical material, hostels and other
infrastructure facilities etc. vis-a-vis the mininum
standard requirements for the numser of stucents
for which the college is recognized for the awa-d of
MBBS degree as per the Minimum Standard
Requirements for the Medical Collegs for 50/100/150
Regulations, 1999.

The Council shall process the application for sta‘ting
of a Post Graduate Course or for increase of annual
intake of Post Graduate courses only in case the
college meet with the facilities for tzaching faculty,
residents, clinical material, hostels and other

infrastructure facilities as required rinder the
Ragulations for the respective number ol students
for which the college is recognized for the a ward of
MBBS degree and then shall carry out the p."ysical
inspection to verify the information, clarific. ation,
additional documents supplied by the medical co lege
teaching faculty, residents, clinical material and
instrumentation and other infrastructure facilitic . in
the concerned dlepartment in which the Post Gradu tate
Course is proposed to be established or increasc o1’
seats in the concerned Post Graduate Course i
proposed.

The dates of receipt of application for increase in
admission capacity in Post Graduate Courses and
processing dates awe given in the schedule. The dates
of receipt of application and processing of
applications in respyect of increase of seats in MBBS
course shall be as per the Schedule included in the:
Establishment of Medical College Regulations, 19997
